refunds
YWCA Evanston/North Shore membership fees

are valid for one year from date of purchase and

are non-refundable. No money will be refunded

for incomplete classes.

All refunds must be approved by the

Department Director and will only be given 

for the following reasons:

1) the YWCA Evanston/North Shore cancels a

class and cannot reschedule it, or

2) an illness or medical condition certified in

writing by a physician. Requests for refunds

must be received in writing before the third

week of the class. The refunded amount will be

only for those sessions remaining after the

Department Director has been notified, minus

a $10 processing fee. A credit will be given in

case of illness or accident after the third week

of the class if requested (in writing). The credit

amount will be only for the remaining classes,

valid for one year, and it may be used toward

any class.

registration
Full payment for your class is due at time of

registration. You may use cash, check, Visa, or

Mastercard. There is a $15 fee for all returned

checks.

locker rental
Lockers are available for daily use at no cost

provided locks are removed at the end of your

visit. Please consider renting a locker if you wish

to leave your belongings overnight. Locks left on

overnight without paid rental may be cut. The

YWCA Evanston/North Shore will not be respon-

sible for lost or stolen items from unsecured

lockers/gym bags or unauthorized cut locks.
